Check or Credit Card:  

Please make checks payable to Interfaith 

Hospitality Network and mail to our Tejon 

address. To make a credit card gift by phone, call 

IHN at (719) 329-1244 and have your credit card 

number, expiration date, and daytime phone 

number ready. You may also go to our website 

www.ihn-cos.org to make a secure on-line 

transaction through USAepay which allows for 

using any of the four major credit card 

companies.  

 

Donate your car or other ñGifts in Kind:ò  

Donate an operating car to free yourself from the 

hassle of selling and give something to your 

community at the same time. IHN offers working 

cars to Network families who do not have their 

own vehicle. Since the car is not sold at auction 

but given to families, Kelley Blue Book 

establishes the value of the vehicle for tax 

purposes. Over the years, many individuals and 

businesses have donated computers, appliances, 

furniture, and other valuable personal property to 

IHN. In-kind donations (non-cash items) are 

eligible for 12.5% credit. IHN graduated families 

have benefited dramatically from gifts in-kind. 

 

Employer Match:  
Your contribution could be matched at no cost to 

you if your employer has a matching gift 

program. Your companyôs Personnel, Corporate 

Giving or Administration department can tell you 

if this benefit is available. Include your matching 

gift form if we need to complete it.

Gifts of Securities, Stocks, or Real Estate:  

Gifts of securities often confer significant tax 

benefits on the donor. For example, contributions 

of appreciated securities held for over a year are 

generally deductible at market value, regardless of 

what the donor paid for them. Moreover, the capital 

gains tax is avoided through such gifts. Gifts of 

appreciated real estate can also confer tax benefits 

on the donor, particularly if returns from the 

property are modest compared to the capital gains 

tax that would be levied if the property were sold. 

Donors of appreciated real estate may be able to 

deduct the full market value of the property. 

Donations of this nature are also considered in-kind 

and are eligible for a 12.5% tax credit  

 

Planned or Deferred gifts in your Will, Trust, or 

Insurance Policy:  
Planned or deferred gifts can provide significant 

benefits to you and your loved ones now and in the 

future, while offering financial support IHN for 

generations to come. Some popular planned giving 

vehicles include bequests, gifts of retirement assets, 

gifts of life insurance, charitable gift annuities, 

deferred gift annuities, charitable remainder 

annuity trusts, and charitable remainder unitrusts.

The Enterprise Zone combines tax credits 

and tax deductions from state and federal 

sources to reward your generosity. You 

donôt need to itemize your deductions to get 

the tax credit. So you can choose between 

increasing your intended donation at no 

additional cost, or giving an affordable 

amount with tax savings to look forward to 

at the end of the year. Corporate and 

individual taxpayers are eligible for the 25% 

credit for contributions.  

 

Here is how it is doneé 

Make your donation of $300 or more 
payable to ñEl Paso County 
Enterprise Zone.ò and designate 
ñIHN of C.S.ò in the lower left-hand 
corner of your check. 
Mail it to IHN at the Tejon address 
and in 30-45 days you will receive a 
certificate of tax credit that you can 
use when filing your Colorado Income 
Taxes. 

Interfaith Hospitality Network (IHN) provides homeless families with children a safe, 

homelike shelter where the family can stay together and share meals through the hospitality of 

local congregations. These volunteers provide meals, activities, and private family-friendly 

overnight accommodations at their facilities. Parents are then rested and better able to take the 

necessary steps to move back to self-sufficiency by working with the IHN case manager to 

acquire employment, guidance to resources for stability, and affordable housing. During the 

day families spend time at the IHN Family Day Center, looking for jobs in the computer lab 

and meeting with the IHN case manager who will help them individualize their steps toward 

self-sufficiency. We also help families obtain other services such as child care, health 

insurance, and needed medical care as well as offering indoor and outdoor play areas for the 

children, laundry facilities, and a small kitchen.

*Applies only to investors who contribute at least $300 through the Enterprise Zone. Non-cash donations receive 

12.5% credit. 

New rules require that donors provide 

either their Social Security Number or 

Colorado Tax I.D. Number when making a 

contribution through Enterprise Zone. The 

information is required for annual reporting 

to the State and is used at the Department of 

Revenue to verify correct information. All 

taxpayers have a Colorado Tax I.D. Number 

and may request it at www.colorado.gov/

revenueonline. Additionally, in order to 

claim Enterprise Zone tax credits, donors 

will need to file their state income taxes 

electronically for 2012 contributions.
