Additional 2011 Statistical Information from Exemét Director Michael Royal

Interfaith Hospitality Network is able to providerfour guests through the generous in-kind donatioom our
host and support congregations. The 28 familias were served were provided with 2,124 nightsodfjing
(at a value of $40 per night) and 12,744 mealsa(alue of $5 each) from in-kind donations. Valaés
$117,770 for 2010 and $148,680 for 2011 were reiezegnas revenues and expenses on the annual fiha
statements of IHN. The recently completed finan@adit shows IHN program expenses at 90.6
administrative expense at 8.8% and fund raisingege at .6%.

Another big challenge for the future is the proligbof lowered public grant monies. For the cuntréiscal
